Postdoctoral Associate Position

A postdoctoral associateship position has been recently approved by the NASA Headquarters Ocean Biogeochemistry Program Manager, Dr. Paula Bontempi, in support of coastal ocean research at NASA Goddard Space Flight Center (GSFC) under the supervision of Chuck McClain.  The research will be part of a recently selected three-year NASA Interdisciplinary Study (IDS; Dr. Eileen Hofmann, Old Dominion University, PI) of the U.S. Middle Atlantic and South Atlantic Bights (near shore and shelf regions).  The IDS will utilize satellite ocean color data (primarily SeaWiFS and MODIS) and coupled physical-ecological-carbon models to infer carbon pools, processes, and transport in these regions.  

The postdoctoral associate with assist in the processing and interpretation of the satellite data in collaboration with other team members.  The ocean color satellite processing includes the generation of high resolution time series, the evaluation of products and algorithms, e.g., chlorophyll, primary productivity, and comparison of satellite and model bio-optical and carbon fields.  The postdoctoral 

position would have a two-year tenure.  Other members of the IDS team are from Pennsylvania State University, State University of New York, the National Marine Fisheries Service/Narragansett Laboratory, the University of Rhode Island. Rutgers University, NASA/GSFC, and NASA/Wallops Flight Facility.
