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Working Group Status

Prior to 2004, the atmospheric correction algorithm performance results using the common simulated data sets from individual ocean color sensor, i.e., MERIS, OCTS/GLI, POLDER, and SeaWiFS/MODIS, have been submitted. Some detailed algorithm performance comparisons and analyses have been carried out and some preliminary results have been shared within the working group members. 

Progress Report 2004

The planned next step is to write a draft of the working group report with the comparison results from various teams.  However, due to the busy works/activities and some unforeseen events in 2004, I have not been able to complete the first draft of the IOCCG atmospheric correction working group report.  Some further detailed analyses of the performance from various algorithms are also need to be carried out.
