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Working Group Status

The individual atmospheric correction algorithm for the ocean color data processing of MERIS, OCTS/GLI, POLDER, and SeaWiFS/MODIS has been evaluated using the common simulated data sets.  The evaluations and comparisons have been carried out for cases of the Case-1 (phytoplankton dominated) and Case-2 (sediment and yellow-substance dominated) waters, and for various atmospheric properties including cases with non- or weakly absorbing aerosols, as well as for strongly absorbing aerosols.  Some preliminary results were shared within the working group previously.  Recently, a draft outline for the IOCCG working group report/paper, as well as all detailed results from algorithm comparison exercises have been submitted to the working group for discussions and comments. 
Schedule and Goals

The planned next step is to complete the IOCCG working group report/paper.  In the next few months, I will work on a draft of the working group report/paper, and will work with the working group members for completing the report/paper.  Hopefully, we can finish this project in 2007.
