An advanced course on "Remote Sensing of Ocean Colour in Open, Coastal, and Estuarine waters" will be held from 4 – 15 April 2005 at the Facultad de Ciencias, Universidad de la República, Uruguay. The course is open to scientists, technicians, graduate students, and post-doctoral fellows involved in any aspect of ocean-colour research. The course will carry graduate credits from the Universidad de la República, and is sponsored by the International Ocean-Colour Coordinating Group (IOCCG) and the Facultad de Ciencias, Universidad de la República.

Course content: The emphasis of the course will be on applications of ocean colour relevant to the South American region, and will consist of lectures by specialists as well as practical sessions.  Lectures will cover the following topics: 
· Introduction to ocean-colour science

· Optical properties of atmospheric and marine constituents 
· Radiative transfer within absorbing, scattering, and emitting media

· Photosynthesis in aquatic systems

· Oceanography of the Rio de la Plata Estuary

· Atmospheric correction of satellite ocean-colour imagery

· Ocean-colour algorithms for optically-complex waters

· Remote sensing of harmful algal blooms

· Modelling of daily, water-column primary production

· Fisheries applications of ocean colour.
